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·  Although Cheering is recognized as a sport in a number of States it is not by the New Jersey Interscholastic Athletic Association. While meeting with a group of my colleagues it became apparent that each school was treating their Cheerleading Teams like any other athletic program in their schools. How then could we bridge the gap and make our athletes feel that cheering was as significant as any other sport? Since we offered League/County Championships in many sports why not add cheering. It would provide a stage on which our squads could show the level of athleticism they possess. In addition it would allow our teams to meet in a central location and share their love of the sport, form relationships and foster good sportsmanship. Our League Cheerleading Championship was born.
